Directions 
From South via M6: At junction 6 to 
A38(M), Birmingham Cen. sign, take the 
2nd exit to the Inner Ring Rd, A4540 
(W). Follow sign to 
Edgbaston/Ladywood. At 1st roundabout 
take 3rd exit. Continue on at 2nd 
roundabout (2nd exit), and at the 3rd 
(passing a garage on the left) and the 4th. 
At 5th take 3rd exit into Icknield Port 
Road. Osler St is 4th on the left. 
From South via M40 & M42: Follow 
signs for M6 and A38(M), Birmingham 
Cen sign. Then follow directions above 
along Inner Ring Rd, A4540(W). 
From North via M6 & M5 : At junction 
1, follow A41 West Bromwich sign & 
then continue to Birmingham along 
Holyhead Rd, Soho Rd & Soho Hill. 
Before Hockley Flyover, filter left to 

pass under it, follow signs to Edgbaston/Ladywood and Ring Rd A4540. At 3rd roundabout, take 3rd exit into Icknield Port Rd. Osler 
St is 4th on the left. 
From South-West via M5: At junction 3 follow A456 Birmingham and continue into Hagley Rd.At 4th traffic lights, left into 
Monument Rd at the Ivy Bush pub, then 4th left into Reservoir Rd. Osler St is 3rd on the right. 
From New St Station and Digbeth Coach Station: Take 66 bus from Upper Dean St, Birmingham Markets and get off at Osler St 
corner on Icknield Port Rd. Otherwise taxi.
